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LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT

As MHCAM director Tricia Y. Paik describes in her letter, this stewardship 

report is a special two-year edition that shares the robust activities of the

Museum during the academic years 2019-20 and 2020-21. It documents the 

in-person events and exhibitions from fall 2019 through early March 2020, 

and the many ways the Museum shifted its dynamic work to a fully online 

presence, safely continuing to serve Mount Holyoke students and faculty.

After we made the unprecedented decision to send our students 

home in the middle of March 2020, we worked quickly and with great 

commitment to Mount Holyoke’s values and mission to determine just 

how we would provide virtually the stellar residential education for which 

Mount Holyoke is known. Our faculty, always imaginative and innovative, 

demonstrated great adaptability and concern for the students, and met 

the moment brilliantly with their online teaching and engagement. In con­

cert, the Museum staff reshaped all their offerings to an online experience, ;

whether to support classes or make available the rich and diverse offerings '

of the Museum’s program of gallery talks and lectures.

As trained visual practitioners, the Museum staff quickly translated our longstand­

ing Teaching with Art program to an online format. In this report, you will find images and 

compelling statistics demonstrating the degree to which the Museum supported the MHC 

curriculum, especially during the early days of the pandemic. Museum staff also worked 

to promote a number of Mount Holyoke’s other priorities. In order to offer meaningful “cur­

riculum to career” experiences, the Museum reimagined how it would, in our new remote 

Zoom world, mentor and train Student Interns and Student Museum Guides. To further 

the College’s commitment to diversity, equity, and inclusion, MHCAM continued to make 

important acquisitions by BIPOC and LGBTQ artists and hosted well-attended remote 

events featuring artists Hector Dionicio Mendoza and Sandra Brewster whose works were 

recently added to the Museum’s collection.

All of these activities, however delivered, would not have been possible without 

the extraordinary dedication of our MHCAM donors, whether through annual donations, 

endowed gifts, or donations of artwork, nor without the commitment of our Art Museum 

Advisory Board. I extend my heartfelt thanks to each of you for so generously supporting 

the Museum, and for contributing in so many valuable ways to one of the College’s most 

distinctive and valued resources.

The Museum successfully transformed our dynamic Teaching with Art program into 

Remote Teaching with Art, all thanks to 3D virtual technology, staff ingenuity, and the 

ongoing work of our Digital Collections Coordinator and Museum Photographer, Laura Shea

FP ’06. While this crucial behind-the-scenes work of digitizing our collection is never done, 

such photography, including up-close details, allowed staff to share our objects effectively 

with students and faculty over Zoom.

Although exhibition planning was paused for the most part, we mounted a number of 

virtual exhibitions conceived by students in classes all taught online. Also, our brilliant Student 

Museum Guides were trained to offer Zoom gallery talks that were better “attended” than 

before COVID-19, welcoming a number of alums from across the country!

And it was our alums who resoundingly supported us during this time. As gifts came in 

over the past two years, we were continually buoyed by your generosity. Our hearts warmed 

knowing that you were cheering us on. I hope you will enjoy reading this account of what we 

were able to do for our community. Thank you for your continued faith in us.

TEACHING WITH ART

ACADEMIC INITIATIVES 2019-2021

During the first seven months of 2019-2020, the Teaching 
with Art program hosted 161 in-person class sessions at 
the Museum before the College had to move suddenly to 
remote operations on March 17, 2020 due to COVID-19. 
These are some highlights of in-person activity from Sep­
tember through mid-March 2020:

• 64 faculty members representing 30 disciplines collabo­
rated with the Museum.

• Museum staff pulled 866 objects from storage for class 
visits and hosted a total of 2,480 student visits.

• The first-year seminar program continued its partnership 
with the Museum incorporating 23 customized sessions 
into the curricula of 12 courses during the fall semester.

• Seven courses created longer-term collaborations 
including four or more sequential visits enabling stu­
dents to have an in-depth experience with some aspect 
of the collection.

Continuing to serve the humanities, sciences, and social 
sciences at the College, the Teaching with Art program 
offered support to 114 courses, 83% of which represented 
disciplines other than art history and studio art, underscor­
ing the Museum’s integral role in supporting an innovative 
liberal arts curriculum.

Pivot to Remote Teaching with Art in March 2020
As the spread of COVID-19 escalated and Mount Holyoke Col­
lege transitioned to remote learning in mid-semester 2020, 
faculty were encouraged to engage with their classes asyn­
chronously to accommodate students in multiple time zones 
across the globe. Despite having to cancel 21 in-person class 
visits scheduled after spring break, Museum staff continued 
to work with 15 of those faculty members in an asynchronous 
remote environment.

Student Engagement
Student engagement continued to be a central focus in the 
Museum’s day-to-day operations. In addition to the 2,480 
student visits that were part of academic class sessions held 
at MHCAM, students attended in-person public programs 
and lectures, offered tours to college and community audi­
ences, and organized events in collaboration with student 
organizations. 2019-2020 highlights through mid-March 2020 
included:

• MHCAM welcomed 96 first years in a new student orienta­
tion event in September 2019.

• 110 seniors attended the Class of 2020-sponsored event 
“Night at the Museum” in November 2019.

• MHCAM Education Interns organized a Family Day in 
December 2019 that attracted 45 participants.

• Student Museum Guides led programs and tours for 
groups of all ages, from college students to K-12 groups 
and retirement community members.

The Museum continued its commitment to nurturing and 
mentoring students from all disciplines, including 13 Stu­
dent Interns, 14 Student Museum Guides, and 12 Student 
Receptionists/Guards. In addition, over the summer of 2020, 
Museum staff offered a remote engagement opportunity for 
Mount Holyoke students interested in museum careers, many 
of whose summer internships had been canceled due to the 
pandemic.

To support virtual teaching, MHCAM provided online 
resources and new digital products, including:

• high-resolution images of artwork as well as customized 
writing prompts to facilitate close-looking experiences;

• introductory video tours of Museum spaces and videos 
highlighting specific artworks;

• pre-recorded conversations with Museum staff and faculty 
discussing art related to their courses;

• meetings with students in small groups over Zoom to 
workshop label texts and translate students’ final projects 
into virtual exhibitions.

Staff members shifted responsibilities and learned new skills 
to meet the moment, including creating and editing videos, 
providing image lists, voice recordings, website design, 
photographing objects not already digitized, and much more, 
making remote engagement possible. These efforts result­
ed in a new “Virtual Engagement” page on the Museum’s 
website, featuring six virtual exhibitions curated by classes, 
six thematic Sightlines Tours created by Student Museum 
Guides, four virtual museum tours, and two object spotlights.

ACADEMIC INITIATIVES 2020-2021

Courses during the 2020-2021 academic year were held 
entirely remotely and each semester was divided into two 
modules to better accommodate online learning. Without 
missing a beat, the Museum’s Teaching with Art program 
transitioned to Remote Teaching with Art, becoming an im­
portant pedagogical resource for faculty across the curricu­
lum. Museum staff worked with faculty to develop effective 
modes for engaging students with their course themes. 
Class sessions included close-looking exercises over Zoom, 
utilizing high-resolution digital images of art and material 
culture, and live streaming from the Art Museum and the 
Skinner Museum.

2020-2021 Highlights:

• Museum staff hosted 139 remote sessions for 95 differ­
ent courses and 2,350 student “visits.”

• 53 faculty from 26 different disciplines collaborated with 
the Museum as part of their virtual teaching.

• 25 customized Museum sessions were created for 15 
first-year seminars.

• 15 Studio Art majors presented their capstone projects 
as part of a virtual exhibition hosted on the Museum’s 
website.

Student Engagement
Student engagement continued to be a top priority for the 
Museum even while most of the student body remained 
off-campus.

2020-2021 Highlights:

• 52 first-year students attended a virtual Museum Mania 
new student orientation event.

• Six students held remote internships working with the 
Museum’s Curatorial, Collections, and Education departments.

• Seven new Student Museum Guides received training 
during bi-weekly Zoom meetings, utilizing a new 3D virtual 
museum featured on the MHCAM website.

• During the spring semester, Student Museum Guides 
offered seven virtual tours engaging a total of 195 parti­
cipants, including alums and family members zooming in 
from locations near and far.

• In collaboration with interns and student organizations, 
the Museum hosted seven student-focused virtual 
events, including poetry readings and a program cele­
brating Black History Month.

• In accordance with the College’s COVID-19 protocols, 
MHCAM opened its galleries during the spring semester, 
enabling the 700 students living on campus to visit in 
person through an advance reservation system.
